i. Article III Revisions
Mr. Sokol explained the background of the Mt. Morris Realty Company Re-Subdivision. The agreement was to collapse all the unopened paper streets and all land owners would own to the centerline. An easement was granted to Mr. George to access the paper streets however before recording the plan, two lots were sold without the private easements existing.
Mr. McDaniel explained that the Planning Commission received a court order stemming from this and informed the Board that our solicitor wants the Commission to redact themselves from the case. 

Mr. Sokol explained that the Planning Commission’s role in this is finalized and it now is simply a dispute between landowners.

Mr. McDaniel asked the Board for a motion to accept Kevin O’Malley’s request to redact ourselves from the case.

Mr. Cumberledge made the motion to accept the Solicitors request and Ms. Knapik seconded that motion. All were in favor and the motion carried.
Mr. McDaniel explained that the swimming pool complex at Ryerson is set to open by Memorial Day. Ryserson is building a new swimming pool, a new spray ground, a bath house and a parking facility. Mr. McDaniel explained that Patrick Boggs reached out to the Planning staff informing them that there was an issue with the access road due to slide prone soils, so they relocated it from the original plan. Mike Sailai from Wind Ridge Engineering signed off on the changes within the last month.
Mr. McDaniel explained that the Waynesburg Betterment Project which was awarded last year has had the start date pushed back. The let date was late established was for 2021 but it is now scheduled for early 2022. This 10-million-dollar project was placed as an earmark. The Waynesburg Betterment Project is funded and will be completed regardless of the earmark status. The Betterment Project will be for concrete intersections, signal upgrades, and utility relocations which will take place from Sheetz to Kalsey’s Insurance.
Mr. McDaniel explained that since Mr. Kelly was not present, they will discuss Article III at the next GCPC meeting. Mr. McDaniel will email the Board Article III for review.

Mr. McDaniel explained that the County will be working on updating the TIP, Transportation Improvement Program, through SPC. Southwestern Pennsylvania Commission, or SPC, is the region’s forum for collaboration, planning, and public decision-making. As the official Metropolitan Planning Organization, SPC is responsible for planning and prioritizing the use of all state and federal transportation funds allocated to the region.

Mr. McDaniel mentioned that Mr. Kelly and himself will be attending workgroups in the upcoming months to identify projects. So far, the identified issues are shown below;
Added capacity: expansion of 21 and Tower Road

Safety: SR19 to 221, Ruff Creek intersection, Carmichaels Circle

Local Bridges: Kelly Gray provided list.
Mr. McDaniel asked the Board to rank the bridges from highest to lowest priority to present to SPC. 
The Board made the following recommendation.

1. Bridge 31
2. Bridge 105
3. Bridge 35 
4. Bridge 76
5. Bridge 3
6. Bridge 54
7. Bridge 95
Mr. McDaniel mentioned that the Planning Department has been serving on a steering committee for the Wisecarver development project. Wisecarver will be adding a softball facility, a kayak launch, walking trails, etc. Mr. McDaniel mentioned that site plans will be established in the near future and that the Planning Commission will supply the Board with images of those once obtained.

Mr. Sokol mentioned that it is owned by SPWA and Mr. Scull noted that the County has a 99-year lease for it.

Mr. McDaniel mentioned that the county is meeting with all the Townships that have Water and Sewage Authorities to compile a Water and Sewage Inventory. So far, the County has met with Franklin, Wayne, Center, Perry, Waynesburg Borough, and Morris. Mr. McDaniel provided the Board with a presentation which showed the discussions the County had with Morris Township.

Mr. Goroncy asked who is compiling the report.

Mr. McDaniel responded that Mr. Kelly and himself are completing the report in-house to supplement the Comprehensive Plan.

Mr. Blaney asked the County to discuss fiber upgrades with the townships and also questioned if the County has a plan on Broadband Fiber locations.

Mr. Scull and Mr. McDaniel responded that the County did have a feasibility study completed late in 2020 for broadband.
Mr. McDaniel mentioned that Iron Senergy and the County have been holding discussions relating to property in the County. The County has also reach out to Norfolk Southern in an attempt to increase our rail system usage.
Mr. McDaniel informed the Board that the Planning Department submitted a 901 Grant Application

To DEP for the Solid Waste Plan. The match is 80% DEP 20% County which can be used for in-kind services, as well as payroll/benefits.
