1. Received Correspondence: 

 We have been advised that Consol PA Coal Company has submitted a permit 
application to the PA DEP for four de-gas boreholes for the Enlow Fork Mine, two 
of which are in Washington Township. The map showing the locations of the 
boreholes is in the township office. (See Minute Book file) 

 

 We have applied for COVID-19 America Rescue Plan Local Fiscal Recovery 
Funds in the amount of $104,669 pursuant to the allowable uses (infrastructure) of 
such funding.  Half the payment will be made this year and the remaining amount 
will be paid in 2022.
