e. Solid Waste Management Plan
Mr. Kelly discussed the Planning Department’s budget for FY2021 and informed the board of the legal service line item. The Planning Staff reached out to various surrounding counties to discuss their subdivision updates and a modification to Planning’s legal budget will be sent to the Commissioners. Estimates for the cost of a SALDO re-write will be determined by the solicitor and other parties, if necessary.
Mr. Blaney questioned what the County would get in return for the SALDO cost estimates. 

Mr. Kelly mentioned that the attorney fees would be to ensure that the SALDO changes are in compliance with Act 247, the Pennsylvania Municipal Planning Code. 
Mr. Stratton questioned if there are any law firms in Harrisburg that specialize in Act 247. Mr. Stratton mentioned that Waynesburg Borough hired a firm that specialized in Township and Borough Ordinances. 

Mr. Kelly explained that every local government in Pennsylvania is unique and they all have a different set of requirements based on the needs of the community. The Planning Department can take a look and surrounding County’s requirements and gauge what is best needed for Greene County. 
Mr. Blaney asked who raises concerns regarding the requirements of the SALDO if all surrounding Counties are different.

Mr. Kelly responded that issues arise when a lawsuit is filed in respect to land development. Mr. Kelly noted that there is not one central governing body for subdivision and land ordinances, as long as the base standards of Act 247 are met. 

Mr. Kelly mentioned that EmberClear is interested in developing in the Mt. Morris/ Wayne Township area. The Planning Department is involved in trying to get the developer in contact with property owners in the County. 
Mr. McDaniel provided the Board with a handout regarding safety and added capacity projects for the upcoming TIP. The Board was in favor of proposing the follow projects from highest to lowest priority;

Safety

1. Fieldson/ Mapletown Crossroads

2. SR 221/188 Intersection
3. SR 19/221 Intersection (Study Completed)
4. Carmichaels Circle
Added Capacity
1. SR.21 (Federal Funding)
2. Tower Road (Previously Closed)
Mr. McDaniel and Mr. Kelly provided the Board with updates regarding prior projects. Issues were presented to the Board in regards to certain projects.

Mr. McDaniel explained that the Solid Waste Management Plan has been submitted for funding to Harrisburg and the Planning Department is waiting to hear back regarding their decision.
