Mr. Kelly noted that although the project was not in Jefferson Township the board asked that the staff reach out to the representatives for comment.  They were appreciative of the opportunity but did not have any comments to provide for the meeting. 
Mr. Kelly noted that the first round of comments were received regarding the stormwater review and they are working on the responses.  

Mr. Fore explained that they have been working on the E and S plan responses and the stormwater.  They are also working on the comments from PennDOT as well. 

Mr. Fore also explained that they received a document from the Dollar General Corporation stating that they only have four customers in their stores at any given point in the day.  The SALDO requires 30 parking spots and they are providing 27 spots.  They would like to request a modification based off of the study and the fact that there are parking spots on the public route that parallels their project.  

Mr. Stratton asked for clarification on the Request for Modification. 

Mr. Fore explained that they have maximized the area for disturbance and they would like to only put 27 spots instead of 30.  
Mr. Blaney asked if they are taking the old bank down. 

Mr. Fore confirmed that it would be part of the project to take down the bank and utilize that area to use as an entrance.  

Mr. Cumberledge made a motion for Approval of the Request for Modification 814.G, seconded by Mr. Stratton, all were in favor.  Motion passed.
Mr. Sokol made a motion for Conditional Final Approval pending Stormwater review, E and S approval and the completion of the lot split, seconded by Ms. Gatrell, all were in favor.  Motion passed.

Mr. Kelly introduced Mr. Rush from Harshman representing the project. 
Mr. Rush gave an overview of the project.  

Mr. Blaney asked that the entrance be paved, Mr. rush explained that it will be paved to the outside of the PennDOT ROW.  

Mr. Rush explained how the Stormwater was designed. 
Mr. Rush explained that they have 1000’ of site distance from each side of the driveway.  

Mr. Kelly explained that MPC states that a notation on the plat for the driveway HOP.  

Mr. Sokol made a motion for Final Approval, seconded by Mr. Cumberledge, all were in favor.  Motion passed.

I. OLD BUSINESS
a. Wisecarver Kayak Launch

Mr. Kelly explained that they had a meeting with the proposed engineer for the wisecarver kayak launch.  They recommended moving the launch further up the road away from the dam spillway.  They will be submitting plans and cost estimates in the near future. 
b. Luminous Keystone Renewables

Mr. Kelly explained that a meeting will be scheduled shortly with Luminous Keystone Renewables to talk about their plans for construction at a site near Mapletown High School.

c. Rotary Club Meeting

Mr. Kelly noted that he had a meeting with the Rotary Club of Greene County and the meeting went fairly well.  The discussion was centered around the current tax structure in the county. 

II. NEW BUSINESS
a. Review perimeters – ACTION 

Mr. Kelly explained the review process of projects from municipalities that have their own SALDO process.  He handed out a specific list of perimeters to restrict the review of only those items when reviewing plans.  

Mr. Gatrell made the motion to accept the perimeters and proceed with a meeting with the commissioners to discuss procedures.   

Mr. Blaney asked that the motion be motified by asked that a fee is associated with the review.  

Ms. Gatrell agreed to modify motion on floor.  

Mr. Cumberledge seconded the motion and it was passed.  

b. Greene County Solid Waste Management Plan Grant

Mr. Kelly explained that a kick-off meeting will take place in December.  This meeting will have a 20 person steering committee and that is still in the works as far as who will be on the list.  

c. Annual Report

Mr. Kelly explained that the annual report is due March 1st to the county and will start sending information out about the document. 

d. Tax Abatement

Mr. Kelly explained that 4 school have returned the Tax Abatement ordinances and 6 municipalities.
